> Free School Meals
Families can save around £450 a year with free school meals
As families across the county are feeling the pinch due to the rising cost of living, one way in
which many people could save money, is by taking advantage of the free school meals,
which may be available to them. This could save £450 a year. All children in Reception, Year 1
and Year 2 automatically qualify for a free meal with no means testing required. Children in
Year 3 onwards can also benefit if their parents are eligible for certain income support and
allowances, support under the immigration and Asylum Act, child tax credit, working tax credit
or universal credit. Help us to make sure as many families as possible are taking up the chance
for a free meal by telling friends, family and the people we work with in our
communities.
